Programme 

 

The aim is for club members, friends and family to have a relaxed weekend in Hope Cove, 

taking in walks along the beautiful South Devon Coast Path.  There will be time to enjoy 

good food and local facilities ς both at our main base at Hope Barton Barns and elsewhere - 

or to relax in the South Hams countryside, Hope Cove, Salcombe, and nearby beaches. 

The programme set out below indicates the range of activities we have in mind for the 

weekend but this may change, depending on numbers and availability.   

Accommodation 

Our main base for the weekend will be Hope Barton Barns, Hope Cove, South Devon TQ7 

3HT. https://www.hopebarton.co.uk/index/  Hope Barton offers modern, well-appointed 

self-catered accommodation coupled with a wide range of on-site facilities:  

¶ an indoor heated pool and sauna;  

¶ a bar with indoor and outdoor seating and a barbecue;  

¶ a gym, tennis courts, games room and small football pitch(!);  

¶ a small shop;  

¶ a trout lake; and 

¶ farm animals. 

All accommodation comes with modern home comforts, from dishwashers and microwaves, 

to digital television and radio and full provision of linen and towels (not for the beach). Cots, 

high chairs and stair gates are available if you wish to come with younger children, and all 

units are pet-friendly. 

Based upon previous expressions of interest, we have reserved five properties providing 

sleeping (in permanent double or twin beds, not sofa beds) for up to 22 people. Amongst 

these, one twin/ double room is accessible. At the time of writing, just one further property 

is available at Hope Barton (demonstrating the popularity of the venue), so it will help 

enormously to have early confirmation of attendance. 

All properties have to be booked for a week, so you will be free to stay on until Friday 24th 

May. Please advise Roger how long you plan to stay.

Please book early to avoid 

disappointment. 

 Sun Bay Hotel 

The Sun Bay Hotel http://www.sunbayhotel-

hopecove.co.uk/ is less than a mile away.  

The hotel sits in a lovely position above 

Inner Hope Bay. All rooms have either an en 

suite shower or bath, twin, double or family 

rooms and many have sea views. Double 

rooms with a sea view are £100 per night 

including breakfast. The hotel is working 

through a programme of refurbishments, so 

when booking, make sure to request a refurbished room. 

Hope & Anchor  

The Hope & Anchor is in the heart of Hope Cove about 1.5 miles by road from Hope Barton. 

It is a very popular dining pub with rooms.  All rooms have either an en suite shower or 

bath, twin, double or family rooms and many have sea views. Double rooms range from 

£135 per night including breakfast to £155 with a sea view.

hill to the east.  The site has well-maintained areas for touring caravans and motorhomes, a 

few static holiday homes for hire and a modern toilet block.

Higher Rew http://www.higherrew.co.uk/ is a favourite of the Key and Harper households 

and is about 2.5 miles from Hope Barton Barns.   

Silver Gates Certificated Site, Churchstow 

For motorhome/caravanners who donΩt want to use the narrow lanes, Silver Gates is at 

Churchstow, on the A379, about 7 miles from, but on the way to, Hope Barton Barns.  It is 

close enough to walk to the Church House Inn, a good watering hole and eatery.  As it only 

has five pitches, early booking is advisable.

Cove, hitch a lift, walk or cycle, to join in some of the activities.  

Food 

As the cottages are self-catering, you will need to take basic supplies of essentials such as 

tea, coffee, breakfast cereals, bread, and milk. While Hope Barton has a bar, you may also 

want to bring your own drinks for home consumption.  

There will be options to eat out on Friday lunchtime, Saturday lunchtime and evening and 

Sunday lunchtime. As an alternative, you can always take a picnic lunch.

Travel 

As we have avoided the May Bank Holidays, travel to Hope Barton should be easy, although 

you may experience delays on the M5 if passing Exeter at peak times. Google Maps suggests 

it may take about 2 hours 20 minutes from Bristol to Hope Barton. Time to the Friday lunch
